All of the bank accounts, savings accounts, building
and loan accounts, and other similar property I may own at the
time of my death jointly in the name of myself and/or any other
person which are by their terms payable to such other person
at the date of my death shall be the sole property of such
other person and my Executor shall make no claim against such
person on account thereof.
ITEM EIGHT
My Executor shall make no claim against any person
receiving the proceeds of any insurance policy or any money or
property transferred by me during my lifetime for any part of
the estate taxes assessed against my estate because of such
insurance proceeds or such money or property; but shall make
claim, if and to the extent permitted by law, for any such
estate taxes assessed against my estate because of any power
of appointment which I may have.

security in the name of a nominee, without the addition
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of words indicating that such security is held in a
fiduciary capacity; but accurate records shall be maintained
showing that such security is a trust asset and the Executor
or Trustee shall be responsible for the acts of such
nominee.
